Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m.
Old Business
Meeting Minutes – n/a. 
Report from Dean
Dean Hixson distributed materials from the USF Tampa Library pertaining to their Library Committee’s model for membership and charges.  We reviewed and discussed potential changes to construct a similar document for USF 

St. Petersburg.  Specific responsibilities of the Committee will be included; membership could be rotated in two year terms.  Dean Hixson will revise and email the document for future review.
Dean Hixson advised us of the work currently underway regarding the Library’s general budget, acquisitions budget and criteria for different disciplines.

Open Discussion
The group discussed the USF Tampa Library Committee’s document and made suggestions for application to our Committee’s charge. Among other things, our Committee should be a good sounding board and advocate, contribute to assessment, and help ensure adequate funding for the Poynter Library.

Term of service:  August to May.

Meetings:  Plan to hold meetings twice a semester (Fall and Spring). Chair may convene additional meetings, as needed.

We will ask for a representative from the STAFF Senate and Student Government (S. Tschiderer).  Primary liaisons for CMS are Dean Hixson and Deb Henry.
After final revisions of the working document for the Library Committee, the Chair will seek approval from the Faculty Senate.

Minutes of meetings will be distributed electronically for approval. Once approved, the minutes will be sent by the Chair to the Faculty Senate for posting on its website; the Dean of the Library will also be copied.

Fiscal 

Dean Hixson stated that complex negotiations are currently ongoing regarding cost allocations and access to electronic resources centralized at the USF Tampa Library for System use. Because some services are System-wide, it is difficult at present to determine who is using what resources. Students attend multiple campuses – and research in multiple Libraries. Formulas are tied to FTE and include infrastructure support, electronic books, and the like. Dean Hixson will email materials to the Committee relative to this ongoing process.
Space Use of Library
POY Space Use Guidelines are being formulated for review.  These will be shared with the Committee electronically.

SACS – Reaffirmation Process
SACS documents relative to the Poynter Library were available for review and comment.
Good and Welfare
Dean Hixson reported that an additional security guard has been hired due to the influx of local visitors who have been disruptive to library services to students and faculty.
