Report on Faculty Senate Meeting (TPA)
Ellen Hufnagel reported on the activities of the Faculty Senate and circulated copies of a resolution on faculty governance passed by the Senate on 9/17.  Council members agreed to review our document to see if it's consistent with this new resolution as well as the Senate's Constitution and By-Laws.

Reports from College Councils
The College Council reports indicated that all three groups have been formed and have met at least once.  The COE Council raised a concern about Tenure & Promotion appeals and asked if the Faculty Council would handle them.  Because tenure is not required to serve on the Faculty Council, the matter was referred to the campus-wide T&P committee.  Rebecca Johns will follow up on this issue and report her findings at our next meeting.

Report from the Committee on Committees
The Committee on Committees reported that the call for nominations had been sent to all faculty and a number of nominations had been submitted.  The Committee was scheduled to meet after the Faculty Council meeting to fill the remaining vacancies.  In response to a request by Frank Hohengarten, Drs. John Gum and Thomas Smucker were nominated to serve on the search committee for the Director of Admissions & Records.

Privacy and the Web

Concerns were raised about the possibility that personal information about faculty (e.g, vitae) has been or will be made available on the Web along with other SACs materials.  Because posting detailed vitae could expose faculty to the possibility of identity theft, Deb Henry agreed to investigate how much of that data is essential and report her findings at our next meeting.

Intercampus Operating Agreement
The Intercampus Operating Agreement pertaining to the other campuses was discussed and questions were raised as to what sort of agreements have been made regarding USFSP.  No one on the Faculty Council could recall being asked to review and provide input on such an agreement.  This issue will be raised with the administration before our next meeting.
