2010-11 Sabbatical Leave Process


We are pleased to announce the sabbatical application and review procedure for the 2010-2011 academic year.  Full-time tenured faculty in all Academic Affairs units with at least six years of continuous full-time service within USF St. Petersburg will be eligible to apply for a two-semester, half-pay sabbatical or a one-semester, full-pay sabbatical.  Please note that faculty are not normally eligible to apply for a second sabbatical until six (6) years of continuous service are completed following a previous sabbatical.


Sabbaticals for two semesters at half-pay will be made available to all eligible faculty whose applications are deemed to be complete according to the USFSP Sabbatical Guidelines.  However, faculty should take into consideration that the SACS Visiting Team will be on campus in the Spring of 2011 and will review data on numbers of qualified faculty and teaching intensity from the fall 2010 and spring 2011 semesters.  Therefore, it may not be possible to accommodate every request for sabbatical leave for next year.  The CBA anticipates this situation in Article 22.3.D.2 and in Article 22.3.D.5.  Should staffing considerations preclude a sabbatical being granted, the provisions of relevant sections of this Article will apply.  Sabbaticals for one semester at full-pay are few in number and highly competitive.  Faculty should present a cogent case for the value of such sabbaticals.

To the extent that departments/Colleges are able to do so, faculty performance while on sabbatical leave will be included in the annual review process.  A report on activities pursued while on sabbatical is required upon completion of the leave.  

The deadline for receipt of completed sabbatical applications in the Office of Academic Affairs (BAY 204) is 5:00 pm on January 11, 2010.  The Sabbatical Committee will shortly be constituted as specified in Article 22.3.D.3 of the CBA.  The Committee is unable to consider applications submitted after the deadline.
