Medical problems APPROPRIATE for Bearly Sick:

Mild, short term illness . . . . . such as vomiting, colds, flu symptoms, sore throat, ear aches, ear 



          
                  infections, fever (under 103), chicken pox (when no longer contagious



          
                 & no draining sores, doctor’s note is required)

Recuperation from vaccines

Treatment for injury . . . . . . . such as broken bones, sprains, mild burns, or post-op care

Asthma or allergy . . . . . . . .  when under control with medication

Diarrhea . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .over 3 days requires a doctor’s note

Medical problems appropriate with RESTRICTIONS:

Rash . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  ANY rash requires a doctor’s note

Lice or scabies . . . . . . . . . . .  until 24 hours after appropriate treatment – MUST be nit free

Strep throat . . . . . . . . . . . . .   until 24 hours after appropriate treatment

Conjunctivitis . . . . . . . . . . .    until 24 hours after appropriate treatment

Pneumonia . . . . . . . . . . . . .   until 24 hours after appropriate treatment

Medical problems NOT APPROPRIATE for Bearly Sick:

Children in immunosuppression as a result of chemotherapy, AIDS, or inborn immune deficiencies;

Untreated burns of substantial area greater than First Degree;
Severe vomiting or diarrhea with signs of dehydration or lethargy;

Fever that cannot be brought below 103 degrees with medication;

Special needs children who require constant one-on-one care;

Deaf or blind children unable to communicate with staff who are untrained in those areas of communication;

Children with sever behavioral disorders.
Bayfront Medical Center reserves the right to deny admission to children whose diagnosis, symptoms or behavior indicate that their best interests OR the interest of other children enrolled would not be best serviced by the Bearly Sick Program.  The Coordinator has the authority to deny admission to any child, who in her judgment could not be adequately cared for.
