What You Can Do With a Major In...  
Graphic Design 

Graphic designers make communication visible. They give visual 
form to information by combining words and images into messages 
which will inform, persuade and entertain individuals and audiences. 
Their works may be realistic, stylized, or abstract and may depict 
objects, people, or events. Illustrators and graphic designers trans-
late communication goals through printed materials, such as logos, 
symbols, annual reports, newsletters, packaging, business forms, 
and stationary. They are involved in the creation of electronic pres-
entations of information through web sites, graphical computer inter-
faces, interactive multimedia, and motion graphics in television and 
video. Graphic designers also work on environmental graphics for 
signage systems and exhibition projects.  
 
USFSP offers a Bachelor of Fine Arts degree with a concentration in 
Graphic Design. The Program in Graphic Design compliments the 
mission of the university environment by preparing students for fu-
ture success through interdisciplinary course study, small class size, 
and the exploration of new technologies and information environ-
ments. Students recognize the potential of their creative processes 
to effect communication and to evaluate and create messages that 
both reflect and respond to the diversity of our global culture. This 
creative development allows for problem solving strategies that rec-
ognize communication, in all of its forms, as vital to our social re-
sponsibility and structure.
