Dean’s Award for Teaching Excellence

(Non-Tenure Earning Faculty)

The USF St. Petersburg College of Arts & Sciences Dean’s Award for Teaching Excellence (Non-Tenure Earning Faculty) is designed to recognize outstanding teaching by faculty who are not on tenure-earning lines.  The College of Arts & Sciences recognizes the value of the contributions of its non-tenure earning faculty and establishes this award to highlight the efforts of the best of these individuals. The winner of this award will be honored on an annual basis in the Spring semester.

I.  Eligibility


Candidates must meet the following criteria.
· The candidate must have taught a minimum of two courses during the current academic year at USF St. Petersburg
· The candidate should not have received a campus teaching award during the two years preceding and including the year of application.
II.  Application Process

Applicants must submit the following:

· application form

· curriculum vitae

· teaching portfolio (including sample syllabi and other course materials)

· mandatory student evaluations of the applicant

· peer evaluations of the applicant’s teaching when available

III.  Procedures

(a) The CAS College Council shall select an awards committee of from five to seven full-time faculty members.

(b) The CAS College Council may choose to include a student representative on the awards committee if it deems it desirable.

(c) The CAS College Council awards committee shall establish its own standards and methods of evaluating all submitted applications.

(d) The CAS College Council awards committee shall review all applications and recommend two finalists to the College Dean. (The awards committee may choose to show a preference for one of the finalists if it so wishes.)

(e) The College Dean shall choose one winner from the two finalists.

(f) The winner shall receive a certificate indicating that he or she has won the College’s award for Teaching Excellence.

(g) The winner shall also receive a one-time award of $1,000.00.
