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1. Standard Oil Sign- Henry Flagler and John D. Rockefeller partnered together with another man, Andrews, and emerged as a joint stock corporation named Standard Oil which led the American Oil Refinery. 

2. Postcard of Anastasia Lighthouse- Anastasia Lighthouse is located in St. Augustine, Florida, where the Flagler’s visited in 1883. They found the place charming but decided there were not enough hotels and transportation and Henry Flagler recognized the potential of Florida to be a great hot spot for tourists.

3. Whitehall Hotel, Palm Beach Florida- Whitehall Hotel was originally the winter home wedding present that Henry Flagler built his wife in 1902. The estate was a 60,000 square foot, 55 room retreat that soon became a hotel for the upper class.

4. Florida East Coast Railway Ticket (1940)- Renamed Florida East Coast Railway in 1895 from its old name Jacksonville, St. Augustine & Halifax Railroad, Henry Flagler had it run from Jacksonville eventually all the way down to the Keys. He built it to the Keys so that he could take advantage of additional trade with Cuba and Latin America. He started to lure the tourists to Florida.

5. Miami- Henry Flagler built hotels and railways and purchased land in a little town and attracted the tourists to it. The town wanted to honor Henry Flagler by naming the town “Flagler” when it incorporated in 1896 but Henry declined and persuaded them to use an old Indian name, “Miami”. 

6. Scythe Grain Cutter- Henry Flagler started off at the age of 14 working for L.G. Harkness and Company, a grain store, that paid him $5 a month, plus room and board. Flagler was promoted in 1849 to sales staff at a salary of $400 a month. Flagler soon became partner with the grain company D.M. Harkness and Company and that is how he met John Rockefeller

7. Picture of Henry Flagler and his wife Mary Lily Kenan- A picture taken around 1902 of Henry Flagler and his 3rd wife Mary. Mary is the woman Whitehall House was made for and is now the Flagler Museum, in Palm Beach, Florida

8. Salt- After the Civil War, 1865, the demand for salt dropped and Henry Flagler’s company Flagler and York Salt Company collapsed.

9. Postcard of Flagler College- Flagler College was originally the 540 room Hotel Ponce de Leon, built by Henry Flagler in 1885. In the 1960’s a committee renovated the hotel and made it into a college, which is still used today.

10. Admission letter to Flagler College- I was admitted to Flagler College in January 2003 and went to the school for a semester before I came to St. Petersburg. The school was great and I mostly thought it was cool because there were so many tourists around, taking pictures, while you were just walking through your school. I am now a part of the history of Henry Flagler and Florida.
