Solicitation/Marketing Policy

In an effort to protect students from ongoing and/or excessive solicitation, The University of South Florida St. Petersburg limits the amount of vendors and/or products that are sold or marketed on campus. Vendors that appear on-campus should have a clear purpose that is relevant to student needs. The application is for any not-for-profit entities who wish to recruit or promote services/ideas to USFSP students. Not-for-profit entities that wish to conduct direct sales must complete the For-Profit application.
Specific Requirements for Solicitation/Marketing on Campus:

· Vendor is responsible to be compliant with trademark and copyright laws.

· Vendor is responsible for, and shall obtain, any and all permits and licenses required by any level of government.

· Vendor shall leave premises and university equipment clean and in good, working condition.

· Vendor is responsible for security for individuals, products and equipment brought to campus 
· Vendor is responsible for purchasing a parking pass each they are on campus (they must be purchased when arriving to campus).
· No more than 5 consecutive days may be reserved.

· Hours of use 9am – 3 pm.

· Only the provided table and chairs shall be used.

· Usable space around table is no more than 10’x10’ activity is limited to the table space only.

· Flow of traffic may not be disrupted by table placement, or by actions of those at the table.

· Individuals may be attracted only by passive, non-disturbing manor – they may not be approached.

· Amplified sound is not allowed.

· Nothing may be affixed to the building, inside or out: wall, windows, doors ceilings, tables railing columns etc.

· Vendor will not be allowed access to the Residence Hall.

· Vendor will not be provided student contact information of any kind.

· The authorization form and photo ID must be displayed on demand.
