This program, sponsored by the Bishop Center for Ethical
Leadership at USF St. Petersburg, will start with a flight to Ath-
ens, Greece. Students will spend five days in Greece before fly-
ing to Italy for four days each in Florence and Rome. To con-
clude the study abroad tour, students will spend a five days in
London before returning to Florida.

The overseas portion of this program will follow three
classes in St. Petersburg. Students will debate the proper aims of
leadership at the site of Plato’s Academy in Athens, the ruins of
11th century castle of Saint Thomas Aquinas, the villa of Niccolo
Machiavelli, and the London “haunts” of John Stuart Mill and Jer-
emy Bentham.
