Non substantive changes in courses:

Non substantive changes are defined as administrative corrections or adjustments originating from the College that are considered not to impact the content or academic quality of the course or program.   Changes originating from the Registrar, Office of Academic Affairs, or State and Florida Course Numbering System are administrative and require no Council action.  Notification from the Office of Academic Affairs and/or Registrar’s Office will be given to all affected parties.

Substantive changes in courses:

Substantive course changes are defined as any modifications that impact the content or academic quality of the course or program at any USF institution.  These changes include but are not limited to:
Changes in content and/or objectives

Changes in the level of the course

Changes in course credit hours

Changes in course prefix

Changes in prerequisites and/or course descriptions

Changes in course level within lower or upper level

Changes in grading system from letter to S/U, or vise versa
